From the Diocese

As some of you may know, | was in Ukraine
recently as part of the subcommittee for
the bishops of the United States for the
Church in Central and Eastern Europe. |
met a man in his early eighties who, decades ago, spent
eight years in a Gulag camp in Siberia, Russia. These
places are a brutal system of forced labor camps coupled
with freezing temperatures during the winter. As this
man talked about the current situation of what's
happening in Ukraine by Russia aggression, he concluded
the conversation with a sigh, adding, “What gives me
hope, though, is that in the end, evil does not win."

This reminds me of a story told by a priest in a homily
that | heard decades ago. The priest shared how a man
had been in the Gulag camp for fifteen years and finally
had enough of the torture. He decided he would try to
escape, knowing full well that he would be shot. The day
he was going to attempt an escape, a man whom he
had never seen before came up before him, leaned to
the ground, and drew a cross in the dirt with his finger.
At that moment he realized that God was with him.
The next day, he was released from prison.
